The Cleveland Ironstone Mining Museum is unique in that 
it is the only museum located on the actual site of a former 
ironstone mine.  Loftus Mine was worked from 1865 to 
1958 and was the third largest in the Cleveland District, 
employing in its heyday over 500 men and boys. 
The tour will include a short film, explanation of plans and 
artefacts and demonstration of fans and ventilation 
systems before entry to the drift. Once in the workings 
there will be a pause with a period of darkness before 
moving by candlelight to the face where the drill and blast 
process will be demonstrated.
